“Heightened Risk” Appropriate additional protective security measures must be maintained for a period of time as a result of heightened risk of a security incident. 








MARSEC Three


“Incident Imminent” Further specific protective security measures must be maintained for a period of time when a security incident is probable or imminent, although it may not be possible to identify the specific target. 





Green = Low risk of terrorist attack (TA)


Blue = Guarded (general risk of TA)


Yellow=Elevated (significant risk of TA)


Orange = High risk of TA


Red = Severe risk of TA
