 Fisherman Wharf & Pier 39: Crab stands along the sidewalks, seafood restaurants and 

souvenir shops in the historic hear of the city’s fishing industry. 

 

 Ghirardelli SQ: Former chocolate factory, now home to boutiques and restaurants. 

 

 Lombard Street (at Hyde Street): “Crookedest” street in San Francisco. 

 

 Painted Ladies, near Alamo Square: These Victorian homes are among San Francisco’s most
